Surveys and expository texts may be
submitted only based on the explicit invitation of the organizers.

e Manuscripts have to be submitted through the electronic submission system of JNTB
not later than 31* of December, 2015. When submitting the paper in the remark field
please mention “JA2015 Proceedings”.

e One may submit his contribution also before the conference, however, she/he has to be
a registered participant with an accepted abstract already at the time of submission.
